·· UNDER SECTIONS 12{c), 65(d) AND 157 OF THE PUBLIC 
HEALTII ORDINANCE, 'IHE FOLLOWING REGULATIONS 
HA VE BEEN MADE BY THE CENTRAL BOARD OF 
HEALTH AND APPROVED BY THE PRESIDENT:-

1. · 'These Regulations which amend the burial Grounds 
' Regulations may be cited as the Burial Grounds (Amendtnent) 

Regulations, 1970. 

2. Regulations 19 and 20 of the Principal Regulations are 
hereby revoked and the following regulations substituted there­
for -

19(1) Any person desiring to transport the remains of '.'Trampc,rt­

a deceased person shall, subject to such exceptions as :!!~~ 
are necessary, furnish the Chief Medical Officer or any 
Medical Officer assigned by him for the purpose with 
the following documents:-

(a) an official certificate of the cause of death 
issued by the Local registrar of deaths, or 
other competent authority of the countr:, 
where the death occured; 

(b) a statement by the person authorised to pre­
pare the remains indicating the manner and 
method in which the body was prepared 
and indicating that the coffin contains only 
the body · in question and the n~cessary 
clothing and packing;

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' ( c) a 'fiansit ;permit stating the surname, other 
name or names and age of the deceased 
person issued by the competent authority 
for the place of death or the place of b!!{ial 
in the case of exhumed -r-emains, which if 
issued in Guyana shall be in Form No. 4 
in the schedule; 

( d) a certificat~ of the health officer at the port 
of embarkation expressing - . 

(i) his confirmation of the . statements 
required by sub-paragraph . (b) 
above; 

(ii) his opinion that the transportation of. 
the body preclude any danger to 
public health; and 

( iii) . permission for the transportation of 
the body from the said port and 
which, if given in Guyana, sliall be · 
in Form No. 5 in the schedule.

(2) In cases where the defeased atthe time 'of 
his death was suffering from a quarantinahle disease which would have 
rendered him liable to isolation in accordance with the provisions , -of 
the Quarantine Ordinance, or any regulations _ made thereunder, the 
human remains shall be properly embalmed (arterial and cavity) and 
pl,a~ed in an ~mpervious coffin. · . _. . '

(2) Whatever may be the method of transport• 
ation of human remains, wreaths, flowers and other similar funeral 
articles may be sent with the coffin only if it is permitted by the law 
in force in the country to which such , remafns are being sent. 

20C. Nothing in these Regulations shall be 
deemed to apply to the transportation of the asltes of a cremated 
corpes." 

3. Paragraph (2) of Regulation 21 of the Principal Reg­
ulations is hereby a.mended by the su:bstition k>f the words "Transport 
the remains of a deceased person" for the words "imports or exports 
any corpse or human remains." ·

Officer" for the words · "<::'entral Board Health" 
wherever tbey1appear in Fonn No. 5·; 'and 

( c) by the deletion of the marginal note . ",reg. 20" 
1and the words "SEAL OF THE BOARD" ap-
pearing in the said Form No. 5. . ·
